A andlise multidimensional (MD) ¢ um método baseado em corpus introduzido por Douglas
Biber (1985, 1986, 1988) que emprega estatisticas multivariadas para identificar os padrdes
salientes de coocorréncia entre registros e géneros. Esses padrdes, chamados de dimensdes,
representam os pardmetros subjacentes de varia¢do entre os registros e/ou textos sendo
analisados. O objetivo desta disciplina € estudar trés aspectos a partir do quadro teodrico-
metodoldgico da andlise MD: registro/género, que sdo manifestagdes da variagdo situacional,
estilo, que ¢ manifestagao da producao individual, tipologia de texto, que € a classificacao
estritamente linguistica das variedades textuais, e pacotes lexicais, que sdo a manifestacao
lexical da variacao funcional-discursiva. O curso ainda mostrara maneiras de usar os achados
da pesquisa em andlise MD no ensino de linguas.

Multi-Dimensional (MD) analysis is a corpus-based method introduced by Douglas Biber
(1985, 1986, 1988)that uses multivariate statistical techniques to identify the salient
coocurrence patterns of linguistic characteristics across registers. These patterns, called
dimensions, represent the underlying parameters of register variation for the text varieties
under analysis.In this course, we will look at three different issues from an MD perspective:
register variation, style, text typology, and lexical bundles. The course will show how the MD
framework has dealt with these issues, how analyses relating to these issues can be conducted,
and how findings from research can be used in classroom teaching.
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
